This program will be open to player candidates outside of the Plano West feeder schools, and will focus on teaching players according to the Plano West discipline. 

 

The Plano West Lacrosse Club will open registration for the Fall Season on Wednesday, July 28th.  No payment will be required until Sept 1st.

Plano West Lacrosse will offer will offer teams at every grade level (from K thru 8th), and depending upon the total registration, we will make available teams for a variety of skill and commitment levels. Our program will also offer a variety of coaching related opportunities, such as Parent Education Classes, Coaching the Coaches Classes, Beginner Stick Clinics, and discounts on seasonal camps, etc.

Our primary goal is to develop a world class feeder program to provide Plano West  JV and Varsity Teams with exceptional lacrosse players within a framework focused on positive attitude, good sportsmanship, respect for others, and having fun. 

 

The entire program will be supported by the Plano West Varsity and Jr. Varsity coaches.  This plan allows us to begin implementing a system wide curriculum for grades K - 12. 

 

Additionally, our youth coaches come to our program with extensive coaching and playing experience.  Many of our coaches are still active players as members of the Plano Men’s Lacrosse Club.

 

Early registration will close on Sunday, August 15th and there is a LIMIT on how many players we can accept at each grade level. Early registration is recommended.  No payment will be required until Sept 1st.

West Jr. Wolves Lacrosse
frequently asked question

My child does not attend a school which feeds into Plano West, so can we still play for the Jr Wolves? YES. Although we are the official feeder system for Plano West Lacrosse, we welcome players from other communities. We strongly encourage all 7th and 8th graders to play in the program which feeds directly into the lacrosse team of the high school that they will be attending, because the Texas High School Lacrosse League (THSLL) has clearly defined eligibility requirements which all THSLL member high schools must comply with. 
 

How can I get involved and help?  With the rapid expansion of lacrosse in West Plano, the organization could utilize help with everything from fundraising (finding sponsors, selling spirit wear, special events), to organizing clubs at each elementary and middle school, to assisting with coaching at practice (especially for K – 4), to helping with various events throughout the season.
 

How can I learn about the sport of lacrosse? USlacrosse.org has an excellent introductory guide to lacrosse (LAX) for parents on their website: http://www.uslacrosse.org/education/parentsguide.phtml We will also be holding informational sessions throughout August where parents and their boys can come to learn more about the sport of lacrosse.
 

How are players assigned to teams? Players will be assigned to teams depending on skill level and level of commitment. Player skills will be evaluated at the Player Combine on August 14th and 15t at a location to be named upon registering.
 

How do I register to play? Fill out a registration form on-line at PlanoWestLacrosseClubRegistration.
 

How are the fees broken down?
 

K-2nd: Grade:  $95* covers, Field usage, lights, equipment,
 

3-4th:  $200* covers league fees, referee fees, impact fees, special tournament fees, etc.  

 

5-8th Competitive Team: $250* covers league fees, referee fees, impact fees, special tournament fees, etc.  

 

5-8th Championship: $349* covers league fees, referee fees, impact fees, special tournament fees, etc. 

 

*Uniform packages are an additional fee.  The full package is $60 includes, Plano West Reversible Pinnie, Plano West Shooting shirt and Plano West Shorts.  Minimum package is $25 includes Plano West Reversible Pinnie.

 

When are the practices? Practices will start at the end of August. The K-2nd, and 3rd/4th, grade teams will likely practice once a week. The 5th  through 8th grade teams will likely practice 1 or 2 times a week, subject to coaches discretion. The exact days and time are TBD.

 

Where are the practices? Practices are currently held on the Field behind Renner / Muehlenbeck, or at Windhaven Park (in front of Brinker) until Daylight savings time.  After daylight savings time practice will be at Jack Carter Park.  Your coach will provide you with specific information relative to your team
 

When are the games? Games during the Fall Season are typically on Sundays. The first game will most likely be on September 12th, and the last game will be in mid-November.  8 to 10 games and 2 tournaments will be scheduled per team in the Fall.
 

When are the tournaments?
Likely on Oct 23-24 | Halloween Shoot-Out Tournament, Richardson
Likely on Nov 19-21 | Lonestar Shootout, Plano
 

What is US Lacrosse.org? US Lacrosse is the national governing body of men’s and women’s lacrosse, and NTYLL is the North Texas Chapter of US Lacrosse. All youth players are required to join US Lacrosse. Youth membership level costs $25. Dues are annual and non-refundable. Members will receive a US Lacrosse member number, which is required information on the Team Registration Form that will be filed with the NTYLL.  By joining, each player is able to sign all of his waiver forms on line in one location for all events (games and tournaments) for the entire year. For more information and member benefits please go to www.uslacrosse.org 
 

Where can I purchase lacrosse equipment? Local suppliers of lacrosse equipment are NJS Sports (located on the Southwest corner of Park and Midway next to Buffalo Wild Wings), Academy, and Dick’s Sporting Goods. The local suppliers should be able to offer you assistance in proper sizes of equipment. Required equipment includes stick, helmet, chest/shoulder pads, elbow pads, gloves, mouthpiece, and athletic cup/supporter.
